But he supports his family 
and his dreams in a unique way – he sells marijuana legally.  Up until recently 
there were 1000 marijuana dispensaries in Los Angeles that sold marijuana to 
people with a doctor’s prescription.  Debilitating pain, side effects of Chemo, and 
eating disorders are common reasons doctors prescribe medical marijuana. 
Recently the state cracked down and reduced the number of dispensaries from 
1000 to 70 – Justin’s made the cut. He has a license for one year to legally sell 
marijuana at his shop on Sunset Boulevard in West Hollywood, CA - one year to 
prove that he’s got what it takes to make a successful and legal business.


The money Justin makes from the dispensary supports his family – Mom and Dad 
and two sisters – and fuels his budding musical career that recently resulted in a 
Billboard hit song.  The pot business is a family affair as his mom, Nansee, dad, 
George, and one sister, Alexandra, all work at the shop.  His two best friends 
from high school, Warren and Darren, also take turns watching the store. For 
Justin, it’s a constant struggle to run the business – obtaining inventory, keeping 
it safe, dealing with legal issues and city ordinances, turning away people 
without a legitimate need, and managing a staff of family and friends.  He has a 
vision for the shop – to renovate it and improve it and give it a more legitimate 
feel and even offer holistic healing products and Cannabis baked goods.  He’s 
already opened the Cannabis kitchen that his sister currently runs. Another 
friend, Chef Chris, is experimenting to create the perfect recipes to add to the 
shop.


When not at the shop, Justin is managing his home life at his cottage just a few 
blocks from the store.  His Mom, Nansee lives with him and constantly gets on 
his nerves.  His best friend and personal trainer is always hanging around trying 
to provide some good advice while his personal stylist counters with his two 
cents.
